July 24, 2025; 7:00 PM
1. President Kate Mattos established that a quorum was present. 
2. The President presented immediate past president Henry McFarland with a plant and thanked him for his service in the preceding three years. He expressed his gratitude for the plant and thanked everyone for their support when he was president. 

3. President’s report

a. Thanks to everyone who helped at the July 4th bell ringing. 

b. Bernie Berne recently suggested a priority project for ArNAC. He was told we already have a priority project. 
c. Discussions concerning the Bluemont trail connectors were held with Juan Du of the County staff. 

d. A resident alleged that negligence by Comcast workers resulted in serious injury to his wife. There followed a discussion of what County offices might best deal with his complaint. 

4. The President suggested that sections of the Declaration of Independence be quoted in the Enews as a lead up to the 250th anniversary of Independence. The Secretary said he would put together a plan for citing that and perhaps other documents.  
5. Potential social events were discussed. 

a. Matt Cochrane indicated he is interested in again sponsoring the Halloween party. The President suggested that we would continue to support the event with publicity and again have a table at the event to sign up members and distribute candy. 

b. It was generally agreed that BCA would not sponsor another Family Fun Day but would instead have games, bubbles, and additional refreshments at the July 4th bell ringing. 

c. The Board appropriated $250 to buy cupcakes for each bell ringing and cookies for the general membership meeting. The vote on the motion was 4 in favor 0 opposed. 

6. A letter prepared by Bill Richardson of the Donaldson Run Civic Association was discussed. The letter, to be sent from a number of Civic Associations, discussed the County study on lot coverage ratios. It was decided that, consistent with prior BCA positions, the President could sign the letter for the BCA. 

7. The Treasurer reported we have 125 dues paying members. As shown in the table below, we gained $154.38 in revenue to finish with savings of $2385.98.
