1. President Kate Mattos established that a quorum was present. 
2. Minutes of the June and July meetings were approved. 

3. President’s report

a. The President met with Bill Richardson. The County has not responded to the letter on the low residential (lot coverage) study signed by our Association and many others. Bill fears that they may not issue the final study as long as the Expanded Housing Option/Missing Middle litigation drags on. The Civic Federation will have a meeting about this study on September 5. 

b. The President discussed speakers at future membership meetings. A County staffer will come to discuss voting registration in September. She will invite the police in Fall. Other possible speakers include representatives of the Ballston Business Improvement District, the principal of Escuela Key, and perhaps a representative of AFAC. 
4. The print newsletter was discussed.

a. The articles will include an article by Chris George on our efforts in traffic safety, an article by Dave Smith on stormwater, an article by Henry McFarland on the three local site plans we are involved in, and an article on AFAC. 
b. Articles are due to Henry McFarland on September 24. He will edit them and give the text to Cindy Matlack by October 1. 

5. The Second Vice President reported that he will continue to go to meetings including the upcoming meeting with Revenue Commissioner Klinger. He also noted that today was the anniversary of the 1861 Battle of Balls Crossing in Bluemont Park. The Union forces in Bluemont withstood a confederate attack from the direction of Dominion Hills. 
6. Matt Cochrane indicated he is interested in again sponsoring the Halloween party. We will support the event with publicity and again have a table at the event to sign up members and distribute candy. 

7. A letter prepared by Bill Richardson of the Donaldson Run Civic Association was discussed. The letter, to be sent from a number of Civic Associations, discussed the County study on lot coverage ratios. It was decided that, consistent with prior BCA positions, the President could sign the letter for the BCA. 

8. The Treasurer reported we have 121 dues paying members. As shown in the table below, we gained $111.17 in revenue to finish with savings of $2,497.15.
