1. President Kate Mattos established that a quorum was present. 
2. Minutes of the August meeting were approved. 

3. President’s report

a. Our speaker for October will be Danette Nguyen, Chief Executive Officer of the Ballston Business Improvement District.

b. Laura Kirkconnell will do a promotional announcement for the print newsletter. 

c. Currently BCA has 35 volunteers providing some service to the organization. Many other people are doing useful volunteer work in the neighborhood, and the President would like to find a way to honor them. 

d. The question of where to locate the bench on the Bluemont Trail is unresolved. 

e. The President met with County auditors who are examining the realization of community benefits promised in site plans from a few years ago. 

f. The County’s low density study looks at impermeable surfaces but not at the issue of the height of houses. 

4. Second Vice President’s report

a. He plans to attend and report on as many County meetings as possible. 

b. Recent meetings include one with Kim Klinger, Commissioner of Revenue, who noted that if the personal property tax is abolished, as promised by both gubernatorial candidates, then there will be a need to find another source of revenue. 

c. There was also an Open Door Monday where the low density study was discussed. He raised the issue of underground water flows, but Board Chair Karantonis said he wanted to keep the study simple. The study will not examine that issue. 

d. At the Open Door Monday others raised the issue of the rewrite of the Comprehensive Plan and expressed the fear it would lead to a large increase in density.
