Peck/Staples Plans in Flux

At the next BCA General Meeting
at 7:30 pm on Wednesday, October
24, at ATS, representatives from
The JBG Companies will present
their new site plan for the newly
combined Peck-Staples-Jordan
Manor sites. Two large office
buildings are proposed on the
location of the current Staples
and Bob Peck Chevrolet buildings.
A 90-unit Arlington Housing Corp.
(AHC) apartment building is planned
for the southwest corner of the
Peck-Staples site at N. Wakefield

and Wilson. Approximately 26
townhouses will be built on the
site now occupied by the three-
story Jordan Manor apartment
building between N. Wakefield and
N. Woodrow Streets on Wilson.
At this meeting, members also
will be briefed on the most recent
Peck-Staples-Jordan Manor Site
Plan Review Committee (SPRC)
meeting that is scheduled (at
press time) for October 15.

SPRC co-chairs and members of the County Planning
commission on behalf of the BCA. The memo request-
ed documentation or amendments created since
1980 that would negate or amend the County Board’s
1980 decision to retain the lower height/density
service-commercial zoning for the Peck-Staples
block rather than upzone it to C-0-2.5 (the zoning
that JBG is currently requesting).

County staff member Richard Best reviewed the
nearly complete phases 1 and 2 of the Arterial Trans-
portation Management (ATM) project for Wilson Blvd.
between N. George Mason Dr. and N. Frederick St.
Phase 3, based upon public input, calls for reducing
Wilson Blvd.—west of N. Frederick St.—to three
lanes (one travel lane in each direction and a common

center turn lane), which would allow the sidewalks
to be widened. (The County will not condemn home-
owners’ property in order to widen the sidewalks.)
This concept would require support from BCA, Boule-
vard Manor, and Dominion Hills Civic Associations.ll
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
